CRITICAL PEDAGOGY aims to change social injustices through changing educational practices. Learners can negotiate their curriculum (i.e. the content they learn). 
Similar to:

· VYGOTSKY which encourages learners to question content; and 

· CRITICAL REFLECTION which promotes self and social questioning of content, therefore content is dynamic.

Therefore these 3 learning theories recognise that ‘content is contested’ as opposed to ‘content is given’.

Contrasting with:

· DISCIPLINE BASED which has a static disciplinary content that is rarely questioned; and 

· SITUATIVITY which through ‘legitimate peripheral participation’ sees experienced members setting the content for learners, at least initially.

Therefore these 2 learning theories recognise that ‘content is given’.
