Terms for Mortuary Science

1. Arterial Injection: An injection of a needle into a deceased body used to remove liquids, blood and gases.

2. Autopsy: an examination of a body after death to determine the cause of death or the character and extent of changes produced by disease.

3. Burial: the process of placing an object, specifically a casket containing a dead person into the ground.

4. Cadaver: The body of a dead person that has been dedicated to mortuary or medical science for dissection and research.

5. Circulatory System: the system of blood, blood vessels, lymphatics, and heart concerned with the circulation of the blood and lymph.

6. Corpse: The dead body of a human being.

7. Cremation: The process of reducing a body to ashes using a furnace.

8. Embalm: The process of removing fluids from a body and replacing the fluids with preservation chemicals.

9. Embalming Room: A room containing all of the necessary tools and chemicals needed to perform embalming procedures.

10. Embalming Table: A table used to perform the embalming process.

11. Formaldehyde: A chemical used to preserve bodies. A colorless pungent irritating gas CH2O used chiefly in aqueous solution as a disinfectant and preservative and in chemical synthesis.

12. Forensic Scientist: A scientist that determines the time and method of death.

13. Homicide: The killing of one human being by another.

14. Mortician: An undertaker or one whose business is to prepare the dead for burial and to arrange and manage funerals.

15. Mortuary Science: The science of dealing with deceased people. 

16. Pathology: The study of the study of the essential nature of diseases and especially of the structural and functional changes produced by them.

17. Urn: A container used to store cremated ashes.
