Dynamic Segmentation: is the process of transforming linearly referenced data (commonly called events) stored in a table into a feature that can be displayed on a map.

Conflation: Merging two or more geographic files into one.

Geographic Information System: Hardware and software used to analysis, transform and update geographic data.

Linear Referencing System: system where linear features are localized by a measure along a liner element (route).

Base Map: common map used by many for the purpose of displaying geographic features

Spatial Data: Data that can be mapped on a geographic platform

Geocode:  A code representing the location of an object, such as an address, a census tract, a postal code, or x,y coordinates.

Shapefile: A vector data storage format for storing the location, shape, and attributes of geographic features. A shapefile is stored in a set of related files and contains one feature class.
