Monitor for S/S of hemorrhage(abnormal urine, increased pulse, cold/clammy skin, restlessness, decreased urine out, H&H); avoid straining at BM, sit slightly reclined position; provide bladder irrigation as ordered; provide adequate fluid intake; monitor S/S thromobophlebitis; encourage open communication; encourage questions to physician; explain DR permission needed to resume sexual activity








Erection problems


Urinary incontinence damage to urethra or rectum, hemorrhage or clot





Dull pain in your lower pelvic area, Urgency of urination, Difficulty starting urination, Pain during urination, Weak urine flow and dribbling, Intermittent urine flow, A sensation that your bladder doesn't empty, Frequent urination at night, Blood in your urine Painful ejaculation General pain in your lower back, hips or upper thighs Loss of appetite and weight Persistent bone pain
