Western Civilization has benefited from Greek classical culture in art forms and in govermental style. Our architecture clearly shows Greek influence in many of the government buildings that have been built such as the Lincoln Memorial and the Alabama State Capitol building. Much of our sculpture also reflects the lifelike human representation so well developed during the time of Greek glory. Democracy's birth took place in the Greek city-states.
