“A network connects a group of computers and peripherals, such as scanners and printers, to a server to share resources and files.” 

“Individual workstations connected to a network are usually called workstations.”

All of these are connected to another more powerful computer known as a server. “The server provides services to all the machines on the network.”

Servers also have the software to manage network communications. 
 “Servers have one or more very large hard disks.” The server’s hard drives stores the “network management software, common files, and programs that the workstations share.”
