Objectives:

· Understand the concepts of watersheds.

· Familiarize students with compass rose and orienting themselves with a compass.

Activities:

· Draw a map of the waterways behind Bowman School.

· Determine and label direction of water flow.

· Measure depth of the stream and water temperatures in late winter (to be compared to the depth in late spring.)

BOWMAN GRADE 3 WINTER NATURE WALK
Before Going Out (Teacher)

1. Give children experience reading maps and directions from the “compass rose” symbol.  Compasses are in the watershed kit in Kelly’s room.)

2. Allow students to practice finding north with a magnetic compass.

3. Demonstrate a model watershed.  Directions are attached.
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Back in Classroom (Teacher)

1. Have students trace over their pencil streams in blue marker.  Compare other maps showing Bowman to the ones the students made.  (Maps in Watershed Resource kit in Ms. Thompson’s room).  Ask which of these other maps look most like theirs.  Which give more information?  Which give less information?  You may wish to add a scale to your map.  

2. Brainstorm a list of questions and note which ones the students might be able to answer through direct observation or experiment.
