The novel is the story of a scientist who challenges divine and natural laws trying to go beyond any limit of scientific investigation. In his blasphemous attempts of infusing life into inanimate matter Frankenstein  has sinned against nature and divinity. At last he is bitterly punished for his deed of playing at God: the Creature persecutes him and destroys his whole family drawing him into a state of hatred until, in order to chase the monster into the remotest places of the earth, Frankenstein loses his own life. 
The creation of the monster with its negative consequences is a warning about the dangers of science which may destruct the balance between man and of nature. Besides the metaphor of intellectual fulfilment  it also focuses on the sin of pride and on the limits to man’s aspirations. Therefore a possible message is a criticism of Romantic tendencies and Satanic or Faustian presumption to rival God and a warning against the dangers implicit in breaking natural laws. Moreover, the change of the ‘creature’ from an innocent human being to a persecuted hideous monster may mirror the author’s implicit comment on the society which rejects the evils it itself creates.
Transplanting organs is legal and right today. What about transplanting a human brain?

SS could debate the theme of scientific research which developed in the early 19th century with the desire to penetrate the secrets of life. On one hand the novel can be read as the titanic effort of human beings to overcome their limits even if they know that these efforts are inevitably destined to fail; on the other hand it can be seen as a foreboding of what scientific and technological research can bring to humanity. Frankenstein offers a critique of the kind of scientific attitude that led to the increasing destruction of the environment and the delicate ecological balance between humankind and nature. Let us take into account in modern times  the creation of the nuclear bomb and also but to the political decision to use it on Hiroshima and Nagasaki in 1945.
