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LeToya Luckett A Rising Star


Letoya Luckett, a Houston native and one of the original members of the super group Destiny’s Child is about to embark on a solo career.  LeToya has the look and the fame now all she has to do is to prove that she has the talent to put her on superstar status.


Letoya Luckett now twenty three years of age has went through two major lawsuits, two group break ups and a series of other issues that have not kept the music industry and fans from wondering where she is and when she will come out with solo material.  In the December 2004 edition of vibe magazine Letoya quoted, “it wasn’t my main focus to hurry back into the music spotlight. (vibe 253) “I got the chance to discover my own talent and mature vocally.”

Anyone who has heard the group destiny’s child harmonize knows that the group has a really good sound but that doesn’t mean that everyone can sing when it comes to singing solo.  Le toya never sang lead while she was in the group so this has left a lot of critics and fans skeptical.  Luckily for Le Toya she had a very famous vocal coach by the name of David Brewer.  David brewer has worked with several famous acts such as Dawn Robinson of En Vogue and the group H-Town also from Houston, Texas.


David Brewer has done several interviews with several different reporters contesting that Letoya can really sing.  He talked about how he trains without music so he can really here the artist voice and know right away if they can match pitch or not.  Also to help boost her carrier she moved to Atlanta in 2000 and has worked with such people as Brian and Brandon of the famous group Jagged Edge.  Some of Le Toya’s other accomplishments that she has done lately is opening a clothing store in Houston called Lady Elle which had a highly publicized grand opening with a lot of big stars attending so I’m sure that helped to open some doors for her.

Currently Luckett is signed to a major recording contract with ATL-based Noontime Music/Capitol.  It is said her solo sound will be a mix of pure R&B with hard-core hip hop-tinged grooves with cuts for the bedroom to the streets.  Under the business section of InfoTrac it was quoted,” After months of intense trial preparation and numerous pretrial depositions, the Destiny’s Child lawsuits have settled. (Infotrac online).  Being that there is another very famous and very talented and now solo member of destiny’s child, Beyonce Knowles a lot is riding on le toya shoulders so a lot is expected of her.

She has stated in several interviews that she has forgiven her group members for their breakup and that the breakup never really had to do with them but it was the management of one of the members father which was starting to benefit his daughter’s best interest.  Because of that learning experience I think the Le Toya be very careful when it comes to getting management for her solo career so that should be a plus on her end.  She should be able to focus on stacking paper and making good cd’s now that she doesn’t have to focus on anything of the past.


Since she already gets clothing from different designers world wide for her store, I don’t think she will have to worry about the fashion end of the deal. In any solo or groups career style, originality and looks play a big part in whether you rise or fall and I think she has all of the above.  Some of the clauses that fell under the destiny’s child law suit is that both cut members where supposed to receive an undisclosed amount plus earn money off the next two Destiny’s child compact disc whether in the group or not.  I don’t think that she will be hurting for money while she is waiting for her CD to go platinum.  Letoya has the dice in her hand so of her best tactics she can use if she wants to make sure she stays on top would be; write your material, produce as much as possible, and read all the fine print.

Though she admittedly misses the camaraderie of a group, the possibility of a musical reunion with her friends is unlikely (vibe).  “I ‘m excited to get out and show my own talent.”  When you haven’t been around for a while, getting positive recognition is great.” (vibe)
