Results

1. The students thoroughly enjoyed every aspect of the course. 

2. This was reflected in their evaluation of the course. 

3. The lectures were more free form, designed to be responsive to their needs and interest. 

4. Doing the Concept map helped them get much more out of the book than they normally would have plus gave them a summary of the book that they can review very quickly anytime they need to. 

5. They had a sense of accomplishment, having done something not just for IT, but for the whole college including the student body. 

6. They saved the students the pain of having to use buggy software that was not ready for prime time. 

7. They produced Cmaps which will be very useful to me and others in the future. 

8. They came away confident that they had learned valuable knowledge that they could use throughout their career.

9. Not all Concept maps are structured well or have good content.

10. Both students followed the advice given in Lessons Learned in Software Testing. 

11. They followed much of the wisdom given in Chapter 1. 

12. They took the approach of touring the product and evaluating it (Chapter 2). 

13. They combined this advice with what they learned in software engineering which was to create use cases to help them more efficiently cover the possibilities and increase their chances of finding errors since they chose to perform function testing (chapter 2).
