“Media include:

Nonprojected visual media (posters, charts, bulletin boards, models, dioramas)

Projected visuals (overhead transparencies, slides, computer displays)

Audio media (tapes, CDs, audio, broadcasts, and webcasts)

Video media (videocassettes, DVDs, broadcasts, webcasts)

Digital media (anything generated via computer technologies)” (Duffy-Lever, p. 53)
