Cognitive Styles refers to how one thinks.  Each perso0n has his or her own tendencies and preferences when it comes to thinking which can be measured.  One such test is the Myers-Briggs Type Indicator. Student answers questions about their personal preferences, the responses are then totaled and categorized.  The responses point to one of the four sets of opposing cognitive preferences.
