Multimedia is the software buzz word.  This consists of HypterText which makes multimedia presentations interactive.  Students make choices which carry them to different parts of the presentation depending on their selection . Hot spots, or links, carry the students to the applicable part of the presentation that they choose.  Multimedia consists of sound, video, images, etc. It allows students to progress through learning and explore the information and construct their own knowledge. 

Three theoretical approaches to constructivist theory that multimedia can be used in. 

Anchored Instruction – teachers attempt to address two major problems that they see in the current education system. 1st attempt to teach out of context, which is meaningless and inert.  The second is the ability to solve complex problems, but that is difficult to manage in a normal classroom setting. 

Cognitive Flexibility theory is addressing learning from more than one perspective. 

Strategic Teaching Frameworks is a combination of Anchored Instruction and Cognitive Flexibility Theory.  Practitioner is shown at work.  They explain and discuss what they are doing and the viewer can get a full understanding of what is being done and how it can be improved.
