Copyright and Fair Use Guidelines

p.269-270-Interent Issues and Concerns:  (1) acceptable use-it is necessary to identify and enforce the acceptable use of a school’s network and Internet access.  Acceptable Use Policy-this policy articulates the ways in which the Internet can be used by students; (2) privacy-teachers must be careful to guard their student’s privacy when using their images and names on a website.  Must get parent’s permission.  Never give out specific details about children online; (3) filtering-schools have the responsibility to limit access to such websites just as a parent would limit access at home.  Use filtering software.

p.338-340-Teachers and Copyrights:  (a) Copyright-laws that protect the interests of those who own creative works.  Copyright owners are granted exclusive rights to the product and to the financial gain resulting from the product.  Can’t copy without their permission.  Whether you copy pages from a text, music from a c/d/, or multimedia clips from the Internet, you may be in violation of the copyright laws.  Subject to legal ramifications.  It is generally accepted that any material placed on the Internet is automatically copyrighted even if a copyright notice doesn’t appear on the site; (b) Fair Use Guidelines-this section of the law identifies 4 criteria under which you may be allowed to copy another’s creative work.  This section has enabled educators and students to temporarily use copyrighted material.  (See table 14.1 on page 339); (c) The Teach Act-provides for expansion of the range of works allowed, the number of locations receiving the works, and the right to digitize works from other formats provided they meet the act’s very specific requirements.

p.381-382-Copyright and Fair Use:  (see table 12.1 on p. 381 for 4 criteria of Fair Use) perhaps the easiest way for educators to use copyrighted materials is to ask 4 basic questions related to the use of a copyrighted work.  These questions are focused on the instructional intent of the use and the potential impact on the owner of the work.

p.384-387-Acceptable Use:  the issues surrounding the use of technology in a manner that protects students from inappropriate behavior and information are together referred to as acceptable use issues.  Ensures that the Internet is used appropriately in class.  Code of ethics for computer usage.  Filtering software.  Software Piracy:  copying software to share with others or installing software on multiple machines when only 1 copy was purchased is software piracy.  These are copyright violations.
