LIGHT SENSORS
Light sensors operate on the principle that an alarm will be set off if there is a change of light or if a beam of light is interrupted. The use of a photoelectric cell is the simplest means of changing the transmitted light beam through a propeller-like baffle. The receiver must be tuned to a frequency which matches the RPM of the motor and vibrations in speed caused by temperature change.
