Specific Recommendations to the School System
•  Concepts coded ‘green’ can be considered ‘core’ and remain in the local curriculum. 

•  Concepts coded ‘red’ should be examined for presence in the enacted curriculum and added to the local benchmarks.  (Classification of major animal groups; basic inheritance understanding that offspring resemble their parents and that inheritance gives rise to observable physical characteristics; clarification of learned and acquired adaptations vs instinctual and inherited adaptations; plant adaptations to light and gravity; and sensory systems.) 

•  Concepts coded ‘yellow’ can be considered strengths of the school system and areas of depth or extension. (Ecological concepts:  food chains and habitats and linkage between living and nonliving components of the ecosystem.)
